The first article in this issue of Juvenile Justice outlines OJJDP’s Program of Research on the Causes and Correlates of Delinquency, a series of studies that has tracked the experiences of large samples of high-risk youth throughout their developmental years. Authors of the second article discuss how communities can use risk factor research to address local gang problems. The In Brief section includes an overview of how three communities made measurable inroads against delinquency by addressing risk factors and also reviews relevant publications.

The 38-page report describes the Youth Violence Reduction Partnership, a
Philadelphia, PA, program that provides youth at high risk of committing
homicide or being victimized by it with intensive services designed to
divert them away from violence and toward productive adulthood. The
report's outcome data suggest that the program, which receives funding
under OJJDP's  Juvenile Accountability Block Grants program, has
contributed to a reduction in homicides in the two districts where the
program operates.
